Nolan Catholic School 

In the 1950's and 60's, Bishop Thomas Gorman and the Sisters of St Mary of Namur united efforts in establishing four major 

Catholic Educational Institutions in North Texas: the University of Dallas, Bishop Dunne (Dallas), Monsignor Nolan (Ft. 

Worth), and Notre Dame (Wichita Falls). Bishop Dunne evolved from Our Lady of Good Counsel (est. 1902) and St. Edwards 

(est. 1920).  Nolan evolved from Our Lady of Victory Academy (est. 1910) and Benedictine Laneri High School (est. 1921). 

Notre Dame evolved from the Academy of Mary Immaculate (est.1904).  Reicher Catholic School in Waco was built on a site 

of land donated by the Sisters of St. Mary after the closing of their renowned Sacred Heart Academy (est. 1873). In Sherman, 

St. Maryôs Catholic School was the new generational descendant that evolved from SSMN St. Joseph Academy  (est. 1877).
